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Ozet

Osmanlilarda mevlid térenlerinden bahseden ve mevlid alaylarim takip ederek
izlenimlerini kaleme alan bazi muellifler de bulunmaktadir. Biz bunlardan
XVII. yiizyillda yasamig ve eser vermis olan ti¢ miellifin eserlerinde mevlid
ithtifalleri ve mevlid alaylar1 hakkinda verdikleri bilgileri mimkin oldugu
6lciide kendi anlatimlara ile aktarmaya calisacagiz. Bunlardan ilki Fransiz
yazar Antoine Galland’tir. Onun bir yabanc goziiyle mevlid alayr hakkindaki
gozlemlerini paylasacagiz. Ikinci olarak da yine aym yiizyilda yagams olan Os-
manl tegrifat ve teskilat tarihi yazar1 Hezarfen Hiiseyin Efendi’dir. Bunun eseri
de Galland’inkinden farkl olarak, disaridan bir gzlemci degil, camide yapilan
merasimi anlatmig olmasi bakimmdan orijinaldir. Ugiinciisii de Osmanl kiil-
tir tarithinde farkh bir yeri olan seyyah Evliya Celebi’dir. Bilindigi gibi Evliya
Celebi Seyahatndme’sinde gezip gordugi yerlerde kendisinin dikkatini ¢eken
olaylar kaydetmistir. Iste bunlar arasimda Osmanli cografyasmda diizenlenen,
ozellikle Misir’da tertip olunan mevlid merasimleri hakkinda verdigi bilgiler
dikkat ¢ekicidir.
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Abstract

There are several authors who mention mevlid ceremonies in the Ottomans
and indite their impressions and observations by following the mevlid proces-
sions. We will try to convey the information given by three of these authors
who lived and produced works in the 19th century; about the mevlids and
mevlid processions with their own narratives to the extent possible. The first of
these authors is the French author, Antoine Galland. We will share his observa-
tions about the mevlid processions through the eyes of a foreigner. Second of
these authors is Hezarfen Hiiseyin Efendi, who lived in the same century and
wrote about Ottoman governmental protocol and organization history. His
work is original in that it describes the ceremony held inside a mosque, unlike
Galland’s writings as an observer from the outside. The third of these authors
is the traveller Evliya Celebi, who has a different place in the cultural history
of the Ottomans. As known, Evliya Celebi recorded the events that attracted
his attention during his travels in his travelogue. Among these, the information
he gave about mevlid ceremonies held in the Ottoman geography, especially in

Egypt, is remarkable.
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
