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Ozet

Muhammed Tayyip Okig, 1902 senesinde Bosna’da Tuzla’ya bagh Graga-
nitsa’da dogdu. Tahsilini Okruzna Medresesinde, Islam Hukuku ve Tlahiyat
Fakiiltesinde tamamladiktan sonra Zagrep Universitesi Latin Dili ve Edebiyati
ile Belgrad Hukuk Fakiiltesini bitirdi. Ayn1 zamanda Sorbon Universitesi Ede-
biyat Fakiiltesi Sark Dilleri Okulundan Arap, Fars ve Tirk dili ve edebiyat-
lar1 diplomalarini aldi. Bu tniversitede Hasan Kdfi-i Bosnevi Hayati, Eserler: ve
Nizdmii’l-Ulemd adh tezini tamamladig halde, basilmadigi i¢in doktor unvanim
kullanamadi. Daha sonra Tunus’ta Zeytine Universitesinde Arap Dili ve
Edebiyat1 ihtisasin1 tamamladi. Belgrad Universitesinde profesér olarak calisti,
Uskiip’te medreselerde hocalik yapti. II. Diinya Savagindan sonra Tiirkiye’ye
gelerek 1950-1977 yillar1 arasinda Ankara Universitesi, Konya ve Erzurum
Yiiksek Islam Enstitiilerinde hocalik yapmistir. 9 Mart 1977°de vefat etmis ve
naast Saraybosna’ya gétiiriilerck orada defnedilmistir. Merhum Tayyip Oki¢’in
Turk kiltiri ve edebiyatina dair yaptigi ¢cahiymalarinin en 6nemlisi Silleyman
Celebi Mevlid’inin ¢esitli dillere yapilan terciimeleri ve 6zellikle Balkanlardaki
tesirlerini anlatan makalesidir. Bu makalede ayrica Bosnakca ve Arnavutga
bir¢ok mevlid yazildigr ve cesitli vesilelerle yapilan merasimlerde okundugu
zikredilmekte ve Stleyman Celebi Mevlid’inin de bu cemiyetlerde okunan
mevlidlerden oldugunu kendi hayatindan 6rnekler vererek anlatmaktadir. Bu
tebligde hem miiellifin kisaca hayati, Vestleti’n-Necdt tercimeleri, basta Bosna

olmak tizere Balkanlarda mevlid yazan miellif ve eserlerinden s6z edilecektir.
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Abstract

Muhammed Tayyip Oki¢ was born in 1902 in Gracanica, Tuzla, Bosnia. Af-
ter completing his education at Okruzna Madrasa, Faculty of Islamic Law
and Theology, he graduated from the University of Zagreb, Latin Language
and Literature and the Faculty of Law in Belgrade. At the same time, he
received his Arabic, Persian and Turkish Language and Literature degrees
from Sorbonne University, Faculty of Letters, School of Oriental Languages.
Although he completed his thesis titled Life, Works and Nizdmii’l-Ulema of Hasan
Kafi-i Bosnev? at this university, he could not use the PhD title because it was
not published. Later, he completed his specialization in Arabic Language and
Literature at Ez-Zitouna University in Tunisia. He worked as a professor at
Belgrade University and taught in madrasas in Skopje. After the World War 11,
he came to Turkey and taught at Ankara University, Konya and Erzurum High
Islamic Institutes between 1950-1977. He died on March 9, 1977 and his body
was taken to Sarajevo and buried there. The most important of Tayyip Okic’s
works on Turkish culture and literature is his article about the translations of
Stleyman Celebi’s mevlid into various languages and especially its effects in
the Balkans. It is also mentioned in this article that many mevlids were written
in Bosnian and Albanian and recited in ceremonies held on various occasions,
and he explains that Siileyman Celebi’s mevlid is one of the mevlids recited
in these meetings, giving examples from his own life. In this paper, the life of
the author, Vestletii’n-Necdt translations, the authors who wrote mevlids in the

Balkans, especially in Bosnia, and their works will be mentioned.
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
